Established on December 21, 2001, the Detroit River Internaiiditdlife Refuge is the first international refuge
in North America and one of the few urban ones in the nafldne top priority for your Detroit River

International Wildlife Refuge is acquiring land for cengtion and the benefit of future generations.
Management activities are currently limited by staffiSome examples of recent management activities include:

46 acres of grasslands were established and three &gvedamds were restored at the Monroe Power
Plant; 12 acres of grasslands were restored at DEEgiER Fermi 2 Power Plant; and 25 shoreline
rehabilitation projects, using soft engineering technique® hagn completed in the last five years.

When created in 1961, the original Wyandotte Refuge codss$t@rassy Island and Mamajuda Shoal.
The 21-acre Mud Island was donated to the refuge by Natgieal Corporation in 2002. On
September 26, 2002, Calf Island, an 11-acre island in #r@dir Channel of the lower Detroit River,

was donated by The Nature Conservancy to the refuge. atoeeNConservancy purchased the island
from a private party while several organizations workegkirinership to secure reimbursement funds
through a Federal North American Wetlands Conservatairgrant. Partners that contributed in-kind
matches for this grant included Ducks Unlimited, thea@neDetroit American Heritage River Initiative
and Solutia, a chemical company in Trenton, Michigan.

The refuge is situated in what was once one of the mostisagitimigratory staging areas for diving
ducks in the United States. Extensive beds of aquaticategetparticularly wild celery, attracted large
concentrations of divers, primarily canvasback and scaup.

In the past 100 years, discharges from the steel and chendgatry and municipal sewage effluent,
along with the effects of large, deep-draft vesselge legraded the lower Detroit River ecosystem,
resulting in a substantial decline of these preferred foooweker, over 35 years of pollution
prevention and control have resulted in improvements in therwaality of both Detroit River and
western Lake Erie. The river and lake have respondedswitirising ecological recovery, including the
return of bald eagles, peregrine falcons, walleye, lakgason, lake whitefish, and mayflies.
