DR. BRUCE JONES, GROSSE ILE NATURE & LAND CONVSERVANCY
PLEASE NOTE: This is a very brief summary of the enlightening andildet@rogram from Dr. Jones

Dr. Jones an expert on the geology of the Lower Detroit Riveich is as he says “a hot bed” of activity” now.
That is because of all the attention being given to thélegtement of The Detroit River International Wildlife
Refuge. A study on the geology and topography of the river stiavghe Detroit River is 2 very different rivers,
from Ecorse north, the river is narrow, deep, and reguittle or no maintenance. But south of Ecorse,ittee r
broadens out, has many islands, and requires dredging td kpem. Why? The answer lies in the river’'s
bedrock. South of Ecorse, the bedrock rises dramatmatlyat the mouth of the river the bedrock is actuddiywe
the water surface level. History indicates about 20,000 ygar<2aglaciers came south and carved out the Detroit
River and the Great Lakes. As the glaciers meltetbpbsited rocks and boulders along the southeastern edge of
the river, and today that is known as the “Grosse lle Boldd#”. That is why during the sewer project, so many
huge boulders were unearthed, and they are part of the Wdptidbehind from the glaciers. On the Gibraltar side
of the river, it is known as a post-glacier shorelined & is the only area of the Detroit River that is umalieby
man. That is why is has been so important to eshathies Wildlife Refuge, to keep this section that hasieein
developed by man in its natural state.

ALS ASSOCIATION — MICHIGAN CHAPTER

Amyotrophic lateral sclerosis (ALS), often referredas "Lou Gehrig's disease," is a progressive neurodegeaerat
disease that affects nerve cells in the brain and the sgirchlMotor neurons reach from the brain to the spinal
cord and from the spinal cord to the muscles througheubady. The progressive degeneration of the motor
neurons in ALS eventually leads to their death. When themneurons die, the ability of the brain to initiate and
control muscle movement is lost. With voluntary muscleoagbrogressively affected, patients in the later stafjes
the disease may become totally paralyzed. As motor nediegenerate, they can no longer send impulses to the
muscle fibers that normally result in muscle movemeatlyEssymptoms of ALS often include increasing muscle
weakness, especially involving the arms and legs, spegahowing or breathing. When muscles no longer
receive the messages from the motor neurons that theyeégdimction, the muscles begin to atrophy (become
smaller). Limbs begin to look "thinner" as muscle tisduepdhies.
